Witness that the said William R. James, Isabel James,
William Willard, John Willard, Martha E. Willard for & in consideration of the sum of
one hundred dollars to them in hand paid the receipt whereoff is hereby  ?  hath
granted promised & quitclaim & by these presents doth promise & quitclaim unto the
said Nelson Owen & Saml C. Odom, their Heirs and assigns all our undivided interest in
and to two tracts or parcels of land situated lying and being in the county of Cannon and
bounded as follows to wit: one tract beginning on a hornleam[?] & Buckey Fountain
Owens south west corner now occupied by Wm. C. Odom thence west sixty poles to a
dogwood thence south one hundred and sixty poles to Elm & Ash in Richard Hancocks
line, now Nelson Owens line thence East Eighty poles to two sugartrees thence north one
hundred and sixty poles to a Beech James Milligans corner, thence West twenty poles to
the beginning. Also one other tract or parcel of land Beginning on a hornleam[?] and
Birch running west sixty to a dogwood thence north to three lynns  ?  of poles not
recollected. Thence East sixty poles to a Birch. Thence south to the beginning to have
and to hold the said tracts or parcel of land to the said Nelson Owen & Samuel C. Odom
to have and to hold the same to the said Nelson Owen & Samuel C. Odom their heirs and
assigns forever we do covenant and bind ourselves our heirs and representatives to
warrant and defend the title of said land to the said Nelson Owen & Samuel C. Odom
their heirs & assigns against all lawful claims to be maid by ourselves or any person
claiming through or under us but no further this 18" day of February 1846. Signed sealed
