This Indenture made this thirteenth day of February in the year of our Lord One thousand 
seven hundred and eighty nine Between Edmund Payne of the County of Pittsylvania of 
the one part and Beverly Willard of the County aforesaid on the other part Witnesseth 
that the said Edmund Payne for and in consideration of the sum of One hundred and five 
pound current money of Virginia to him in hand paid by the said Beverly Willard, the 
receipt where of he the said Edmund Payne hereby acknowledgeth and thereof doth 
acquit, exonerate and discharge the said Beverly Willard and by these presents he the said 
Edmund Payne hath granted, bargained and sold, Enfeoft and confirmed unto the said 
Beverly Willard one tract or parcel of Land containing by Estimation Two hundred and 
ninety four Acres, be the same more or less, lying and being in the County of Pittsylvania 
and on the branches of Whitethorn and Mill Creeks and bounded as followeth to wit; 
Beginning at a Corner Pine in William Paynes line, thence along said line South ten 
degrees west one hundred and thirty four poles crossing Sullings branch to a White Oak, 
thence South six degrees West, thirty poles to a white oak, thence South sixty two East 
fifty six poles to a line in William Tuckers line thence along the same South Sixty two 
degrees west twenty poles to a red oak thence South four degrees, west fifty one poles to 
a pine, thence South fifty one East one hundred and fifty four poles to to pointers in 
Thomas Jones’s line thence along the same South fifty nine degrees, west twenty poles to 
pointers, thence North fifty degrees West two hundred and twenty six poles to a pine in 
Hameson line thence along the same North thirty one degrees East ninety eight poles to 
the old line, thence along the same North sixty five degrees West one hundred and 
sixteen poles to a red oak, thence South Eighty degrees West forty poles to a pine, thence 
North six East one hundred fifty eight poles crossing a branch to Grays corner red Oak, 
thence along the same North forty two degrees East to Goodmans Corner, thence south 
sixty two degrees East two hundred and fifty six poles to pointers in William Paynes line 
thence along the same South seventy five, west one hundred and fifty four poles to the 
beginning to have and to hold the above mentioned Land and premises with all its  
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appurtainances thereunto belonging unto the said Beverly Willard his heirs and assigns 
forever and against him the said Edmund Payne and his heirs and assigns and the said 
Edmund Payne doth warrant and forever defend the above mentioned Land and premices 
against himself and all and every other person or persons whatsoever making wright or 
claim thereunto, in witness whereof he the said Edmund Payne hath hereunto set his hand 
and fixt his Seal this day and date first above written.
