In the name of God Amen.

I William Hall of the county of Wilson and State of Tennessee being sick & weak of
body but of perfect sound and disposing memory thanks  to God for the same do make
and ordain this my last will & testament in manner and form following to wit: In the first
place my will and desire is that all my just debts be paid and satisfied as soon as possible
after my decease. Then my will and desire is that my land(?) and all the rest of my
property of every description be sold on a credit of twelve months, then as soon as the
money can be collected my will is that my sister Jane Hall should have one hundred
dollars of said money. The balance I give and bequeath to my little daughter Isbel Owen
Hall. Should she die without an heir, then her part to be equally divided between my
said sister Jane and my brother John Hall.

Lastly, I nominate constitute and appoint James Michie Executor of this my last will &
testament.
